All units shall be restricted to households eligible under the
provisions of California Civil Code Section 51.3. All units
shall be restricted to residents who are 62 years of age or
older under applicable provisions of California Civil Code
Section 51.3 and the federal Fair Housing Act (except for
projects utilizing federal funds whose programs have
differing definitions for senior projects), and further be
subject to state and federal fair housing laws with respect to
senior housing.

For New construction projects, one half of all units on an
accessible path (ground floor and elevator-serviced) shall be
mobility accessible under the provisions of California Building
Code (CBC) Chapter 11(B). For Rehabilitation projects,
25% of all units on an accessible path (ground floor and
elevator serviced) shall be mobility accessible under the
provisions of CBC Chapter 11(B). All projects with elevators
must comply with CBC Chapter 11(B) accessibility
requirements for elevators. These units shall, to the
maximum extent feasible and subject to reasonable health
and safety requirements, be distributed throughout the
project consistent with 24 CFR Section 8.26

Projects over two stories shall have an elevator.

No more than twenty percent (20%) of the low-income units
in the project shall be larger than one-bedroom units, unless
waived by the Executive Director, when supported by a full
market study. One larger unit may be included for use as a
manager's unit without a waiver.

One-bedroom units must include at least 450 square feet
and two-bedroom units must include at least 700 square feet
of living space. These limits may be waived for rehabilitation
projects, at the discretion of the Executive Director, prior to
application submission.

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A public agency shall provide direct or indirect long-term
financial support for at least fifteen percent (15%) of the total
project development costs, or the owner's equity (includes
syndication proceeds) shall constitute at least thirty percent
(30%) of the total project development costs.
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Adequate laundry facilities shall be available on the project
premises, with no fewer than one washer/dryer per 15 units.
To the extent that tenants will be charged for the use of
central laundry facilities, washers and dryers must be
excluded from eligible basis. If no centralized laundry
facilities are provided, washers and dryers shall be provided
in each of the units.
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Projects are subject to a minimum low-income use period of
55 years (50 years for projects located on tribal trust land).
